At the last Delegates meeting I mentioned that I was arranging a “Get together” at Harewood Downs for some of the players who had completed my questionnaire and who had shown an interest in playing for the County Squad.  As you know February’s weather was snowy with many courses being closed and unfortunately I had to abandon the planned date and re-schedule this event for the end of March.  This then meant that some of those who were on my first list were unable to attend the second date and, therefore, those from the reserve list were brought in to play in their place.  The field was limited to 20 players playing in 3 and 4 balls; the weather was pretty good and those who played seemed to have enjoyed the day.  2 or 3 more “senior players” were discovered who may well find themselves next year on the County Seniors list, as well as a couple of future prospective 2nd team players.  The majority of those attending regularly played for their clubs in Scratch matches but generally hadn’t played 2nd or 1st team golf.   Golf was followed by tea and an Easter egg prize-giving. My thanks go to the County Captain, Lady President and 1st Team Captain for attending on the day and to Harewood Downs for allowing us courtesy of the course.  I must also thank you, the Delegates, for informing me of the latest names for my lists and I hope you will keep an eye on your members’ handicaps and continue to report any reductions.
	

	
	The first of our 2nd Team matches took place at Harleyford on the 7th April against Berkshire.  Those playing were Anne Bridges and Christine Sparks from Mentmore, Jess Burrows and Natalie Robinson from Ellesborough,  Kerry Sumner from Buckingham and Zoe Fitz-Costa from Beaconsfield.  The team had an excellent day.  We won the morning foursomes session by 2 and a half to a half and the afternoon singles by 4 and a half to 1 and a half, giving us an overall win by 7 matches to 2.  Some of the players had very convincing wins, an excellent 6/5 win by Anne Bridges, a 5/3 win by Christine Sparks – new to our team – and a 3/1 win by Jess Burrows.  Zoe Fitz-Costa had a very up and down tight match but held on to her 1 up lead.  She drove the 307 yard Par 4  14th green and, not surprisingly, did win the hole!    Kerry Sumner, 3 down with 4 to play, managed a halved match so much credit to her for battling on.   Harleyford’s course was in good condition and many thanks to the Club for extending courtesy once again this year.  Thanks also to Janet Portergill, Lady Captain, for rallying members for caddying, spectators and ball spotters who all appreciated the good golf played on the day.
	

	
	Ellesborough was the venue for our second match against Oxfordshire.  I left home in thunder and lightning and wondered if play was going to be abandoned.  However, the weather perked up and the sun shone in the afternoon.  The team was Anne Bridges and Sue Kettler from Mentmore, Sue Caley from Wavendon, and three Ellesborough girls, Holly Small, Jess Burrows and Natalie Robinson.  Our morning foursomes left us trailing 2 matches to 1 and we needed 4 straight wins in the singles.  The Ellesborough contingent won their matches, Jess – 2 up , Holly by 5 and 3 and Natalie by 3 and 1.  Our experienced and very consistent player Anne Bridges unfortunately lost on the 17th – the tricky and difficult greens were the major factor in her loss, and the same for the other 2 girls who did their best, but to no avail.  We, therefore, lost by 5 matches to 4 – very close.  Once again, thanks go to Ellesborough Golf Club for allowing us courtesy of the course, to the Secretary for his help and especially to the Lady Captain, Sue Parker, for providing caddies for the girls, one of them a very “brave” gentleman who was completely outnumbered on the day!  Sue herself very kindly caddied both morning and afternoon, quite a display of endurance and the girls are very appreciative of all this support. 	Recent training has gone well. 
	

	
	Lawrence had a session with the main squad at the start of April and it was probably one of the best sessions we have had. For a change the girls didn't just accept what Lawrence said and as a result much was learned about different shots and how to play them and use them. It is clear that Lawrence wants us to do well and believes we can as well. 
	

	
	This sessions was followed a couple of weeks later by the first of the new longer sessions with the junior elite squad. It started with short game training. 
The girls then moved to the golf course and played a few holes. Finally they moved to the putting green. The short game session went well. Playing on the course is a new venture and this too went well. The girls will have to be on their metal next time since he made points about the course that they will need to remember to consider. If they don’t then Lawrence will!!! Lawrence made several points on the putting green as well which were helpful. 
	

	
	This is the first junior session that Natasha Gough has attended and she was a great help. I think it was strange for her seeing it form the other side but she made some observations which both Lawrence and I agreed with. One of the main ones was that most of the girls don’t bother to line up their putts when they are practicing so we will be working on that. 
	

	
	On the 26th April the main squad had their first match against Herts. at Beaconsfield. The teams were eight aside and we played foursomes. We won 2½  to 1½  and the lost match went down to the last putt!!

	Junior Report – Karen Burrows - (read in absence by Lynda Hilton) 
The season is in full swing with training and competitions well under way. 
	

	
	Junior Competitions - The next main junior competition will be the Daily telegraph Qualifier at Aylesbury Park on July 5th. Girls who are pre handicap and able to play on a full course can play 9 holes after the main field. This will be followed by the Junior Championships at Denham on July 22nd. Forms for these events will be emailed or sent to all girls on the county junior database shortly.  The Lady and Junior event is on Tuesday 1st September at Magnolia Park. Entry forms for this will be sent to Junior Organisers who should put together pairs of juniors and ladies to play. We hope you will support this event.   
 
	

	
	Pre Handicap - There are still spaces for pre handicap girls to take part in 9 hole competitions at the Par 3 courses around the county. Any club that has girls who have started playing golf and who are ready for their first taste of competition should get in touch with Suzie Barbour Smith and put the girl’s names forward. The next event is at Bisham Abbey on Friday 29th May. 

The Tiddlers Trophy is also coming up for any pre handicap girl who has not yet achieved a 36 handicap. This is on Sunday June 14th at Aylesbury Park. Again, girls will be sent forms but if you have any girls who are not on our lists, please let us have their names. The details of all Junior committee are on the website for you to get in touch with us.  
 
	

	
	Training - There are three levels of training this year
1. Elite squad for girls under 18 handicap. This takes place at Northwick Park with Lawrence farmer. 

2. BBO academy coaching. We have 27 girls attending academies at Wycombe Heights and Abbey Hill. Feedback from these groups is excellent. There will be further BBO academy open days in the summer for more girls to try for a place on next year’s academies.  
3. Smart golf. A group of girls who have been attending the pre handicap competitions are offered the chance to have coaching and play on a course at Wexham Park. This is a transition group between pre handicap and joining a club and getting a handicap. 
There are some spaces in this group if any club has any girls who they feel are ready for            this. 
	

	
	Junior County Week - This year junior county week is to be held at Mentmore golf club. Bucks team of 8 girls will be playing against Berkshire, Oxon and Herts. on August 17th to 19th.  The team will be selected and announced on July 22nd after the junior championships.

Appeals Procedure. 
Since the National Handicap Seminar a number of questions have arisen concerning EWGA's Handicap Appeal Procedure. The Handicap Committee has requested me to advise all the clubs in the County to withdraw the notice headed CONGU Handicap Appeal Procedure dated June 2008. In future adjustment of handicaps under Clause 23 of the CONGU UHS should be kept within the club. If the club has a query as to whether the correct procedure has been followed they may submit it to the CAA.

	I would like start by congratulating some Buckinghamshire golfers who have done well recently. 
The Abraham Trophy; in our area (comprising Berkshire, Buckinghamshire, Hampshire, Hertfordshire, Oxfordshire) Chloe Li from Woburn is the Winner.  Rebecca Parmenter, also from Woburn, qualifies for the final as one of the next best 12 players from all 8 areas.  (More details can be found in the EWGA handbook).  The final will be played at The Wiltshire Golf Club on 27th July. 
In the English Ladies Seniors Close Championship played at Hunstanton in April Anne Bridges (Mentmore) and Christine Watson (Beaconsfield) qualified for the match play stages; unfortunately both losing very close matches in the first round.
 In the London Foursomes played in March at The Berkshire, Ellesborough and Denham lost in their first matches but Beaconsfield, represented by Carole Weir and Christine Watson went right through to the Final, where they lost to the Surrey club Worplesden.

	I’d like split my report from the Regional meeting into separate parts - dealing firstly with issues already mentioned and discussed at the previous meeting
	
	

	
	Distance Measuring Devices.  The tournament staff and others at EWGA are being inundated with e-mails etc about their stance on the use of DMDs.  Further problems have arisen with the marketing of trolleys with temperature gauges on them – a clear breach of Rule 14.  When the time comes – and I hope I am given enough notice by HQ to bring it to a delegates meeting - I will ask for a vote on whether you believe DMDs may or may not be used.  Please discuss at club level in preparation of the vote.
	
	

	
	Active/inactive handicaps in EWGA Medals.  This has also provoked some discussion.  Our Regional committee feels strongly that an active handicap is needed to enter and win an EWGA Medal.  If your Club has strong views to the contrary please let me know.
	
	

	
	Voting procedures.  The subcommittee has already met – twice – and is putting together a report for the various Boards for discussion.  The return to one member one vote is a non starter.   Please raise your hands if you support

Thank you.  

The sub-committee believes that too much change will unsettle an already unsettled membership.  The bad timing of document distribution for the AGM was perhaps to blame for some of the difficulties encountered with the collection of votes and this will be addressed.  The Articles and Memorandum will be tidied up and within present company law.  

Recommendations will be given as to how the votes are collected by County using best practice for that County – a prescription may not fit well with each and every county.  

Flexibility is best bearing in mind Counties MUST consult clubs on all matters.  That may be by e-mail – worked reasonably well with the merger discussions.
	
	

	
	And so to the Merger Topic.  I would like to thank the 19 clubs who responded, some in more detail than others.  

The consensus of opinion is that full discussion of a merger should take place.  I would like to read out the notes taken by our Regional Chairman which have gone to the Chief Executive.  As they include Bucks views under each item I am not sure a separate report is needed although I am happy to prepare one and send it if you wish.  

Midlands South Regional Committee

Discussion points on the proposed EWGA/EGU Merger.

At the regional meeting the County representatives held a brain storming discussion on the above. Many of the comments were made after consultation with County committees and club delegates. Counties may well be sending in their own views.

The consensus of opinion was that full discussion on merger should take place and that we should have full representation in the discussions.

1. The merger would hopefully achieve a properly run organisation with improved efficiency. It would give an opportunity to influence the future of golf for all, a higher profile for ladies golf and improved funding. There would be some reduction in running costs and would bring out the best of both EWGA and EGU. The organisation would then be following one set of rules and give total equality.

2. There would be problems with some entrenchment and the domineering gender along with protectionism. The location of head quarters may mean redundancies with some staff not willing to move. Concern expressed as to the role of the LGU and may well result in loss of voice for women. It is recognised that some women or men will not want any change. Will it lead to loss of ethos behind ladies golf i.e. inclusion and involvement from grass roots upwards. Currently the ladies are following USGA rating system but men are not - what will this mean? Would there be a  lack of financial information to members?

3. Ideally should be competency basis (best person for the job). The initial hand over should be on equal terms during change over period. Perhaps start at the top for changes and leave day to day running as it is. The EGU should follow EWGA structure.

4. Subscriptions should be equal straight away which would mean a reduction in fees for women to same as the men. What would happen to LGU subscriptions?  

5. There should be a single head quarter and location should not be an issue. Encourage more work remotely from home.

6. Some disagreement with the ‘big bang’ but if not who would be accountable to who? Take time to get it right and allow for full discussion so not before 2012.

7. Discuss with other organisations, i.e. Rugby union, as to how they have avoided merger.  The short fall could be covered by increasing fees or transferring fee paid to LGU and cut back on administration costs, i.e. compliance as most policies are now in place and need monitoring. Look at further sponsorship deals.

8. Take into account what has happened in Wales and talk to other sports that have merged.  During the talks EWGA should not be overwhelmed or patronised.

The benefits would depend on the merger structure but there is potential for it to benefit all of golf. Are there any comments?  
As this report covers fully the points raised by Clubs in the County a separate report to EWGA is not required.

	
	

	
	To the rest of the topics discussed at the Regional Meeting.

A Gross aggregate medal competition will be run by EWGA on the same lines as the present nett Medal and from 2010.  60 players with the lowest qualifying gross scores will go through to a regional final and than a grand final.  A Survey of low handicappers will be held – not exactly sure how but likely to be through the Ladies Links Publication.  Please ask your single finger players to keep an eye open and respond.
	
	

	
	Rules Observers Courses are also going to be advertised in the Ladies Links.  Any one interested should answer the rules quiz on line and they may be invited to go on a course in their region.  Discussions are taking place as to “refresher” courses for those presently qualified before they become “out of date”.  Please advertise this at your club to ladies you think will qualify and be interested but they must have the time and availability to “observe” at County and Regional level.
	
	

	
	The Order of Merit has a new sponsor – Lorrin Golf.
	
	

	
	Would members be interested in a EWGA diary similar to the now defunct LGU diary?

	Central Handicap Database.  A central handicap computer will soon be available which will store handicaps throughout the country.  The EGU is currently loading data and clubs will soon be approached to load their lady members’ handicap data.  

Standard scratch scores and competition details will be dealt with by the club computer as at present but the back up will go to the Central Database.  Qualifying Away scores will be automatically reported and current handicaps can easily be checked from the central hub.  Handicap certificates may disappear in time.
	
	

	
	Finally, in your envelopes you will find entry forms for two Midlands South Regional Competitions – the Championships and the Foursomes. Can these (Delegates) meetings be more central in the County please?

Sue McKeon – It is difficult to find a venue that can accommodate all County Delegates and one that will not charge us for the use of the facilities.
