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	RULES AND CONDITIONS OF PLAY

1.

The B.C.L.G.A. Rules are available at each affiliated Club, from the Club Delegate and on www.bclga.org.uk. 

2.

All competitions will be run in accordance with the R&A Rules of Golf and the CONGU system of Handicapping.  Play is over the stipulated course of the day.  

Proof of handicap MUST be brought to all meetings.  Players MUST have an active CONGU handicap. 
Competitors who have to withdraw should notify the appropriate Organiser before they fill the vacancy themselves as there may be a waiting list.

3.

In all competitions except the County Championship a player may obtain distance information by using a device that measures distance only. If, during a stipulated round, a player uses a distance-measuring device that is designed to gauge or measure other conditions that might affect her play (e.g. gradient, wind speed, temperature, etc.) the player is in breach of Rule 14-3, for which the penalty is disqualification, regardless of whether any such additional function is actually used. 

4.

B.C.L.G.A. is mindful of the Disability Discrimination Act 2005.  If any player feels that due to a disability they are unable to play in a competition without the use of a golf cart they are asked to refer to the B.C.L.G.A. Transportation Policy.
