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CHAMPION OF CHAMPIONS TOURNAMENT RULES 2010
1.
ORGANISATION:
1.1.
The Management of the Competition shall be vested in the Organiser appointed by the Executive Committee.  Any dispute must be put in writing to the Organiser who may refer to the Executive Committee for a decision.

1.2.
The venue of the matches, except for the final, shall be on the course of one of the two opponents and shall be determined by a draw made by the Organiser.  Permission to play must be obtained from the Club Secretary, the cost of the green fee, if any, being shared by the players.

1.3.
The four lowest handicap players will be seeded.    

1.4.
The final shall be played on a neutral course.  The course and date for the final to be arranged by the Organiser.

2.
ELIGIBILITY:

2.1.
The competition shall be open to Club Scratch Champions of all clubs in Buckinghamshire affiliated to the County Association.  Handicap limit 18.  Players must have an ACTIVE handicap.
2.2.
Players must be members of clubs affiliated to the County Association.

2.3.
A player may only represent one club during the competition.

3.
FORMAT OF PLAY:

3.1.
All matches shall be played off scratch, and must have a result.

3.2.
All matches must be played over the stipulated course of the day and players and caddies shall walk at all times.

3.3.
The home player must offer her opponent three dates, one of which must be on a weekend, with no more than two in the same seven day period.  Bank Holidays count as weekend dates.  Extensions will not be given unless both courses are closed or unavailable on the last day of the round, in which case the Organiser must be contacted.
3.4. The winner of each match must notify the Competition Organiser of the result within 48 hours of the completion of the match.  Competitors not complying with this rule will be disqualified.

3.5. A player may obtain distance information by using a device that measures distance only.  If, during a stipulated round, a player uses a distance-measuring device that is designed to gauge or measure other conditions that might affect her play (e.g. gradient, wind speed, temperature, etc.) the player is in breach of Rule 14-3, for which the penalty is disqualification, regardless of whether any such additional function is actually used.
